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Expanding Opportunities of Teaching English Language to Children with Disabilities
based on the Federal State Educational Standard

The goal of this article is to determine the most appropriate methods used for teaching English to children with
disabilities. The theoretical part covers suggestions for teaching English to children with special educational needs (SEN) and
the practical part offers interactive and playing techniques. Movement activities are extremely beneficial for children with SEN
as most of them have difficulties in staying focused or sitting down; they should have pleasant atmosphere and different learning
styles. The typical English lesson for children with SEN should focus on listening, speaking and reading, playing, singing,
dancing, acting, etc. The types of interaction used can be individual or group work. Teachers should constantly encourage their
students. The teacher’s dedication and determination are very important in teaching English to children with SEN. All children
with special educational needs can learn English as a foreign language in mainstream education, if teachers adapt the curriculum
to the children’s needs and learning style.
