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Sexual characteristics of psychological separation of adolescents
from mothers and fathers

The article discusses the features of separation of boys and girls from both parents in adolescence. The results of the primary
processing of the data of the pilot study are presented. It revealed that boys are more oriented towards communication with fathers
than with mothers. Girls showed certain difficulties in interacting with their fathers, as opposed to communicating with their
mothers. In general, the communication of boys with mothers and fathers is more intimate than that of girls. Girls are more
characteristic of detachment in relations with parents. At the level of feelings and self-perception, adolescents trust their parents,
regardless of gender. There are no differences in trust between adolescents and parents of different sexes. At the same time, boys
are more stable and show no clear signs of either autonomy or dependence, in the group of girls there is a tendency depending on
the opinions and decisions of other people, a tendency to succumb to the pressure of others. It has been suggested that girls will
have an earlier natural separation from their parents due to their less stable level of autonomy.
