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Auditory perception and its functioning on the material of Bram Stoker
“The Judge's House”

This article is devoted to the description of lexical means of auditory perception in the literature of mystical genre. The text
of the mystical novel of Bram Stoker called “The Judge's House” was the material of the research. Mystical literature is productive
material for a broad linguistic study of the types of auditory perception of the surrounding reality, and the identification of the
leading type of perception. The purpose of this article is to identify linguistic means of representing the semantic category of
auditory perception, which serves as a plot-forming component of B. Stoker's novel “The Judge's House”. The methods used in
the article combine a set of general scientific methods (observation, comparison, analysis, synthesis, generalization,
systematization) and special methods (continuous sampling method, descriptive method, contextual method). The research made
it possible to identify linguistic means that actualize the semantics of the plot-forming category - auditory perception (verbs with
the semantics of sound action, phrasal verbs, verbs of movement and displacement, nouns and adjectives, pronouns).
