Features of articulation disorders in children with phonetic underdevelopment

One of the sides of speech is the pronunciation side which includes sound pronunciation. Pronunciation disorders are the
most common speech problem in preschool children. Preschoolers with phonetic and phonemic underdevelopment have
features in the state of sound pronunciation. This problem is sufficiently studied, but due to the fact that the number of children
with pronunciation disorders is growing, a deeper study of the aspects of this problem becomes important for the practical
activities of specialists.
