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Empathy as a component of emotional intelligence in the aspect
of personality assertiveness

The article presents the results of a study of emotional intelligence component - empathy, analyzes its relationship with the
parameters of assertiveness (confidence, decisiveness and independence, autonomy). Emotional intelligence provides the
emotional competence formation of the individual, underlies emotional self-regulation and provides the individual emotional
orientation. The foregoing determines the relevance of the study of emotional intelligence and its components. To achieve the goal,
the analysis of scientific literature, psychological testing using N. Hall's emotional intelligence test and V. Capponi's and T. Novak's
assertiveness test, processing and interpretation of the results and data generalization were used. Assertiveness and empathy imply
the presence of similar communication skills, from the ability to recognize emotional states to the ability to listen carefully to the
interlocutor. A significant negative correlation was found between the indicators of empathy and independence (autonomy).
Expressed empathy, developed empathic abilities have an impact on a decrease in the level of independence, autonomy of the
individual; high indicators of independence, autonomy contribute to a decrease in the general level of empathy.
