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Digital mind-maps in developing learners’ lexical skills in the English classroom

The article discusses the teaching peculiarities of the use of digital mind-maps for the development of lexical skills of
students in English lessons, outlines the advantages of this teaching means as the non-linear form of presenting the educational
material. The authors of the article explain the effectiveness of the use of digital mind-maps in terms of developing lexical
skills of students, reveal the educational potential of this teaching aid for developing learners’ lexical skills, suggest the selec-
tion criteria for the tools aimed at creating digital mind-maps for the lessons of foreign language. The article also describes the
sample complex of exercises (on the topic «Overcoming the odds» from the textbook «Starlight, 8»), based on the use of digital

mind-maps, that has been created by the authors and successfully implemented in the English classroom.
